Abstract: As part of its 2030 Vision, the Kenyan government plans to distribute laptops to students and teachers
of many public schools to equip them with modern ICT skills (Kenyan Vision, 2030). However, there are many
informal schools that rely on the support of donors for educational resources. In 2016 the presenter developed a
computer laboratory with Japanese partners at Grapesyard School, run by an NGO in the slums of Nairobi. In
2019 nine students from Josai University accompanied the presenter to Nairobi to expand the number of
computers. The presenter will begin by introducing the school and education system followed how donated
computers from Japan are being implemented in the curriculum and the effects on the motivation of the students
and staff, and what opportunities are possible using digital devices in African schools. Following Q&A the

presenter will give a tour of the school and immediate area.
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
